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Opening of DAHP Sarah’s Extended Family Home
for HIV/AIDS Orphans

In February 2008, DAHP started the Sarah
Extended Home for HIV/AIDS Orphans and most
vulnerable children. The Home is comprised of 3
apartments; it houses 8 live-in children and 7
children who daily come for After School Day Care
and a good meal.

Sarah’s Home in Ogbomoso, Nigeria

The Home is staffed with a resident Home mother,
a helper, a teacher and a counselor. The Home is in
need of continuity of care. The rent and furnishing
for the Home were made possible by our donors.
More children could be added if there were more
resources. We need your support for the
maintenance of the Home.

During her visit, she helped to purchase more
furnishing and appliances. She met with the pastor
of the local pastor of the church the orphans



attend to discuss youth activities that could help
the children spiritually and emotionally.

She also met with the Pediatrician, Laboratory
Scientist and Medical Director of Baptist Medical
Center to discuss details regarding testing,
palliative care, routine treatment which the
hospital provides, and the anti-retroviral therapy
that is based in the hospital. An update on Sarah
Home orphans is shown below.
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Updates on Sarah’s Home Orphans

Victor

Victor was admitted to a university. However, a
previous promise for financial support from a
group in Nigeria did not materialize. DAHP had to
therefore seek funding. One of our supporters
donated $1000 needed for that purpose and is
continuing to support the orphan program. Victor
resumed on November 24, 2008. He is back at the
Home for Christmas vacation and will be returning
to the university on January 5.

Aminat

There have been very positive changes in Aminat.
She said she is enjoying many benefits and can
speak English very well. She has improved greatly
in school. She was in 14™ position in a class of 31

before she came to the Home. This session, she is
in the 4™ position in a class of 30 students

Anu

Anu said she is no longer in need materially since
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academically. She came out in 3™ position last

session but this session, she is in the 1* position!

Abiodun

Adiodun has been very happy since coming to
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term and 8" position this session.

Jumai

Jumai left the Home due to some pressure from a

relative. She was doing very well before leaving.

She is being replaced by another child in 2009.

John

John said he is feeding well. He has improved
academically. Last session he was in the 11"

position in a class of 15 pupils. This session, he was

in the 4™ position out of a class of 12 pupils.

Olumide
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academically and spiritually." He isimproving in his

school work. He was in the 21% position out of a

class of 31 but this session he is in the 19" position

out of a class of 30.

Olufunmilayo

Olufunmilayo is very happy and more confident
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slowly academically and hopes to pick up in the

upcoming year. We will continue to provide

necessary assistance.

Needs for Sarah Home

The expenses per month come to about $1,200.
There is also a need for a generator which can be
transported to Nigeria from the US through a
pending shipment-by-sea.



All the orphans in the Home are HIV-negative. Two
of the seven children that come for daily meals
have HIV/AIDS. Some of the children with AIDS are
very vulnerable regarding their health and care.
Due to resources, however, we limited the status
of the live-in children to HIV-negative only. To
accommodate positive children, we will need a
part-time live-in nurse to provide needed care.
Please pray along with us for financial resources.

Workers at Sarah’s Home and the State Capital
Office

There are two full-time workers in the Home ¢ the
Home mother and an assistant/cook. We have a
part-time coaching teacher who comes every
afternoon to teach and help the children with their
homework assignments. A counselor visits the
home, and along with the church activities,
provides spiritual and psychological counseling for
the children. A picture of the children with the
workers and Dr. Adeyeye is seen below.

As a requirement by the Oyo State government, a
non-governmental organization involved with
HIV/AIDS must have an office at the State Capital ¢
Ibadan. An office assistant (hired on a part-time
basis) oversees the office.

The CD4 Machine

This equipment is critical to monitoring of the
therapy of the HIV/AIDS patient. DAHP purchased
a CD4 (located at the Baptist Medical Center) by a

donation from Variety ChilRNB Yy Qa [
California. Regrettably, the equipment
malfunctioned, and we are still making

arrangements for the repair. Breaking news is that
the hospital has had one new machine donated
through the Global Fund.

International AIDS Conference, New Mexico

Dr. Adeyeye presented a paper on rapid screening
and testing conducted by DAHP and Baptist
Medical Center at the AIDS conference in August
2008. She met several companies including the
company that sold the CD4 Testing Machine
(Guava Technologies). Through the networking
with company at the meeting, the repair of the
machine is being expedited.

Recognition for Service to the Community

The President of DAHP, Dr. Adeyeye was
recognized by her employer, Duquesne University,
with the prestigious University Presidential Award
for Excellence in Service. Significant mission
activities for which she was recognized include the
care for HIV/AIDS people, especially orphans and
babies in Nigeria.



Donation of Clothes to Sarah’s Home Orphans
During the Vacation Bible School of Waterdam
Church, the children donated clothes and money to
DAHP orphans. The clothes were carried to Nigeria
by donated extra luggage from a DAHP supporter.

Interview on WORD-FM

The DAHP President was interviewed twice on this
radio station during the year. She highlighted the
needs for the Home. A caller who attends Plum
Creek Presbyterian Church indicated an interest
and later invited her to the Church.

DAHP Visit to Plum Creek Presbyterian Church

The Plum Creek Presbyterian Church invited the
DAHP President to meet with the Mission
Committee on November 4, 2008. The scope of the
Orphan Home program was presented and the
response was positive. The Committee promised
to support DAHP.
